Golden Kite Notes
Allegory: An allegory is a story or narrative where every element in the text has a deeper meaning than the surface level one. The characters and events in an allegory are symbolic and represent specific events, ideas, and people. “Golden Kite, Silver Wind” can be interpreted as an allegory of the Cold War and the rivalry between the Soviet Union and America. The study/analysis of a an allegory is called allegoresis.
Fable:   A fable is a story that usually has talking animals and/or objects and that usually conveys a moral (not symbolic). It is usually didactic (teaches something). “Golden Kite” is written in the style of a fable.

Parable: A parable is a narrative or story that also conveys a moral but typically does not have talking animals, etc. Ex: stories in the Bible.
