Julius Caesar Analysis Questions

Please respond to the following questions in well-developed paragraphs (see word count for each). Please use the language of literary analysis (terms from Shakespearean Terms document, emerging conflict, emerging theme, dynamic character, plot evolution, literary techniques and elements, etc.). Avoid plot summary other than for providing context; focus on analysis (your ideas and understanding of the text).

Act 1
1. Discuss Cassius' characterization in Act 1. (300-500 words)
2. Analyze Brutus's character development as Act 1 progresses. (300-500 words)
Act 2
1. Complete a close-analysis of Brutus' soliloquy in Act 2 (2.1.10-36). This should include some brief context followed with line by line decoding and analysis with a focus on the extended metaphor and any other literary techniques present; also discuss Shakespeare’s characterization of Brutus via this soliloquy. (300-500 words)
2. Discuss the development of Caesar's characterization in Act 1 and 2. (300-500 words)
Act 3
 Analyze the rhetoric in the speeches made by Brutus (3.2.13-67) and Mark Antony (3.2.82-275) after Caesar’s death. Identify the respective objectives of the speeches and identify and thoroughly discuss the specific rhetorical appeals used. Compare the two speeches; comment on which speech is more persuasive and successful and explain why. (500-750 words)
Act 4

Discuss the characterization of Brutus and Cassius in this act. Compare it to their characterization in previous acts. (300-500 words)
Act 5
ANTONY: This was the noblest Roman of them all. (5.5.74)

State whether you agree with the quote above. Discuss whether you think Brutus was an honorable man in this play. Support your position with evidence from the text. (300-500 words)
