MicroSociety Program Overview

The MicroSociety program is an innovative program design where children create a
microcosm of the real world in a school setting. Each child has a role in running that world. Here
in Micro City, young entrepreneurs produce goods and services, elected officials establish laws,
Peacekeepers keep the peace, judges arbitrate disputes, and reporters track down stories. All
citizens earn wages, invest in products, deposit and borrow money from “Micro” banks, and
pay taxes, tuition, and rent.

The MicroSociety program is a whole school reform model created by MICROSOCIETY, Inc.
(MSI), headquartered in Philadelphia, PA. All students participate in our school’s MicroSociety
program during the afternoonTuesday-Thursday from 1:45-2:45.

e Our MicroSociety Program infuses businesses and government concepts through all

aspects of academic instruction and social skills.

e Student run businesses include a bank, courtroom, publisher center, government
library/media center, telecommunications center and marketplace with students
manufactured items for sale.

e Like a real-life community, the school has its own constitution, government, elected
executive positions, legislative representatives and a municipal court to help students
understand how our government functions.

e Student citizens create the school economy and currency; each student has a personal
bank account to manage their MicroSociety money.

Use of the Restrooms, Facilities and Nurse

e Students must get permission from a teacher to use the restroom and the water
fountain during all times of the day.

e Students must sign-out of the classroom they are leaving in order to use the facilities.
An appropriate sign-out includes student’s name, date, time left, destination and time
returned.

e Students must leave the classroom in pairs. Students may not go to the restroom or
nurse’s office by themselves.

¢ Inorderto see the nurse, students must obtain a pass from the teacher. The pass must
specify the date, time, and reason for visit. In order to return to class, students must
have a return pass from the nurse that contains the date and time they are returning.

e If a student needs to be picked up because they are sick and/or injured, the nurse will
call parents/guardians to arrange pick up. Students are not permitted to use their cell
phones on school grounds to contact their parents for a sick pick up.

You are encouraged to contact your child’s teacher if you desire additional information
regarding your child’s progress. In addition to these reports, your child’s teacher may contact
you in order to maintain a closer alliance between home and school.

Inclement Weather

As winter approaches, the following procedures have been put in place by the Superintendent
of Yonkers Schools. The Superintendent will make the decision to open or close schools due to
unsafe weather conditions. A Connect Ed message will be sent to a telephone number on file
(which is why it is important to keep telephone numbers updated). Reports on school closings
due to weather or other emergency conditions are posted on-line at yonkerspublicschools.org.
Cablevision channel 75, FIOS channel 38, News 12, and several other radio and television
stations.

immunization:

The New York State Department of Education and the Board of Health require that
documentation be secured providing that all students who come to school are fully immunized.
We are required to exclude students if they are not immunized and do not have documentation
from a physician indicating that they have received all required immunization. Exclusions will
result in a parent having to re-register students for school.

Medication:

All current medical information should be on file with the school nurse. Please be sure that the
nurse is aware of any medical condition your child may have including allergies.

Why Do We Wear A Uniform At Hostos?

When doctors step into the
operating room, they're wearing the same scrubs. When fire fighters protect our communities, they wear
the same helmet. They wear the same uniform because they are on the same team. They are working
towards a common goal. We as a school are on the same team. We are all here to support each other in
learning and growing together. One way we can show each other that we're on the same team, is by
wearing the uniform. Whether a doctor, sales representative, professional athlete, research biologist,
sanitation worker, or lawyer; every career has some form of expected dress. Though that dress code or
uniform may vary widely between those careers, you need to prepare yourself for the expectation to dress
as a member of the institution you join. As a member of the Hostos community you are expected to wear a
yellow shirt and navy blue pants. Together we will achieve more.

2) Safety
a. You can expect to feel safe and respected while attending Hostos. Our uniform ensures that anyone who

does not belong here can be identified quickly. The faster we can identify potential threats to the safety of
our students, staff, and property; the quicker we can respond in hazardous situations.

3) Enclothed Cognition**

a. Scientific studies have demonstrated that people perform tasks of mental agility, such as memorization,
differently depending upon the clothes they wear. It is hypothesized that when we wear clothes associated
with professional success or status, we prepare our mind to be more attentive and more focused to
academic tasks.

4) Community Need

a. Agreat number of our school community must confront and manage the challenges of poverty. As a
school we must be responsive to the needs of our students and their families.

Hostos Cell Phone Policy

Student possession and use of cell phones, portable video games systems, music players, smart watches, and
other electronic devices is counter to our school’s educational mission. Repeated studies and our own
observations have repeatedly shown that cell phones distract students, lower their grades, increase bullying,
and encourage theft. Therefore Hostos cell phone policy is:

Students in Pre-Kindergarten — 3" Grade may not bring any cell phone or electronic device to the
school.
Students in 4" grade and above who are bussed or dropped off and picked up should not bring any
cell phone or electronic device to the school.
Students in 4'" grade and above who walk to and from school may bring a cell phone to school. They
may not bring any other electronic devices (video games, smart watches, music players, tablets,
headphones, airpods, etc). Any student with a cell phone at school must follow the policy below:
o Cell phones must be powered off and placed in students’ bags before entering the building.
Cell phones may not be kept in students’ pockets.
o Cell phones may not be used or displayed at any time during the school day (This includes
but is not limited to: inside the school building, school playground during recess or fire drills,
and during field trips.)

Special Reminders for Parents:

The school will at no time be responsible for students’ personal property, including cell phones. Cell
phones that are lost, damaged, or stolen at school are the exclusive responsibility of the student and
their family.
Parents/guardians who need to reach students are to call the school’s main office (914-376-8430) to
get in touch with their child if necessary, and particularly in an emergency.

o At no time should you call or text your child’s cell phone during the school day.

o At no time should your child call or text you from their cell phone during the school day. In the

event they need to call you, they should do so from the nurse or main office.

Confiscation and return of electronic items

Should a student not abide by our cell phone policy, we will implement the following measures in a progressive
manner fitting to the abuse of the policy:

Students can be given one warning per year if a phone is seen during the school day.

The first time a student is found to be using a cell phone in school it will be confiscated and returned at end
of school day.

The second time a phone is seen or used at the school it will be confiscated and only returned following a
parent conference.

Should the use or display of any electronic become a pattern the student’s privilege of bring the device will be

revoked.
Thank you for your help in keeping our school community focused during the school day.

Student use of Social Media and Electronic Devices at Home

The use of TikTok, Facebook, Instagram, SnapChat, etc. has proven dangerous for children’s mental health.
Hostos strongly discourages our families from allowing children to participate on social media outside of
school without their direct supervision. We likewise recommend that student internet use at home be
supervised to ensure content is age appropriate.

Regular in-person school attendance maximizes students’ interaction with their teachers and peers and is a
major component of academic success. Students must be in attendance on all school days. The Yonkers
Public Schools will regularly track student absences whether excused or unexcused. In maintaining student
attendance records, the schools will describe an absence as either excused (legal) or unexcused (illegal) as
follows:

Excused absences include:

e Personal illness with a physician’s note

¢ lliness or death in family with a note

¢ Religious observance

e Attendance at a health clinic with a note from the clinic

e Required court appearance for student with a copy of the appearance ticket
® Suspension

Unexcused absences include:

* Absent from school without a note as required

e Student stays home to care for younger siblings

e Vacations taken outside of school holidays

o More than 8 absences in a year will label your child as chronic absenteeism

If your child is absent from school:
1) Call the school’s main office (914-376-8430) on the morning of the absence
2) Send your child to school with a note explaining the reason for the absence on the day he/she
returns.
3) Send an additional documentation as necessary such as doctor’s notes.

It must be noted that significant, unexcused absences that have a detrimental effect on a student’s
education can serve as the basis for a finding of educational neglect against a parent. If a child reaches 20
days of absences and the parent has not shown a commitment to work with the school, the family will be
referred to CPS and/or a PINS petition will be filed. In addition, parent may be informed that the child is in
danger of being retained.

Tardiness/Early Pickup

Regular school attendance requires students to arrive and dismiss on time. In order for your child to learn
and progress we must guard their instructional time. If your child is late by only 5 minutes each day, they will
miss 15 hours of instruction by the end of the school year! If they are picked up 30 minutes early each week,
it’s the same as missing four whole school days! To prevent your child from falling behind, we ask that
parents make appointments after school, on weekends, and during school breaks. If a student must be
picked up early, please note it must be before 2:45. After 2:45 the school is preparing for dismissal and bus
boarding and will not be able to accommodate your request.
