For my students in grades 2-3 and up
Begin with yoga or brain gym exercises- both on u-tube

Use supermarket flyers and pick a
letter/word to look for and circle them. Blow up a balloon and tap it around. If you have scis-
sors, paper, glue-draw shapes, lines etc and cut out. Make collages with cut shapes.
