Current Events Notebook Directions

 

You will have a current event due every Friday; the topic will be assigned every Monday.  This is an assignment that will be checked and graded upon the spelling and grammar.  For every current event you have completed on time, you will receive a check mark.  Your notebook should be completed, whether you have all check marks or not, because you will still be able to receive credit.  Each week, you will need to have your notebook completed by the time you come to class.

 

You will also have a topic for every current event.  Your topic could be one of the following:

· World Event - any event that involves another country, not USA.
· National Event - any event that occurs in the Unites States, not New York.
· State Event - any event that happens in the state of New York, not Westchester County.
· Local Event – any event that happens in Westchester County, not Yonkers. The Bronx, Queens, Brooklyn and Manhattan are not in Westchester County.
· Sports-Wrestling is not a sport- it’s entertainment.
· Entertainment (Books, movies, music, fashion)

· Technology/Science

 

Your current events notebooks will need to be set up as follows:

1. On the front of the notebook you need to write Current Events Notebook.  In the bottom right corner, you need to put your name, period, teacher, and date. 
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2. For every new current event, you must head the page Current Event #x.  This will help you keep track of how many events you have in your book and how many more you need to do to complete the notebook. 

 
3. Every week, you will need to read your current event and then SAR Format must be used to begin each paragraph.  I should be able to understand the story by reading your response.  

 
4. Remember that current events are due on Friday every week.
