Course Focus: There will be a strong emphasis on 21st century critical thinking skills, requiring the integration of technology throughout the school year.  Based on NYS Common Core standards, students will learn to: 

1. Cite strong textual evidence to support analysis and draw inferences.  2. Determine a theme of a text and analyze in detail its development.  3. Analyze how complex characters (e.g., those with multiple or conflicting motivations) develop over the course of a text.  4. Determine the meaning of words as they are used in the text, including figurative and connotative meanings.  5. Analyze an author's choices concerning how to structure a text.  

Students will engage in descriptive, narrative and argument essay. Literature will include major American authors and cover a wide variety of novels, plays, short stories, essays, poetry, a Shakespearean tragedy and other enrichment projects using internet and technology skills. Identification of literary elements, a wide use of academic vocabulary, including Latin and Greek roots, and the ability to use and analyze rhetoric to interpret literature will prepare students for the NYS Common Core Regents customarily administered in January of 11th grade.

All grades will be based on a point system including but not limited to: Tests, projects, presentations, writing assignments, quizzes, homework, classwork, journal writing, discussion posts and participation
