Assignments & Grades  

Schoology has all assignments posted along with grades earned for assignments received.
Classroom Expectations:
Prompt: Be on time, enter a room quietly, get ready to work ready to work when the bell rings.
Prepared: Complete all assignments and bringing all required supplies are necessary for work that day.
