Sumdog is an online learning service that adapts to each individual child, using engaging games to 

motivate and build confidence. 

Sumdog provides fun practice in numeracy and literacy for children aged 5-14, and literacy for 

children aged 5-11. 

With Clever, students will be able to access Sumdog at home using their Clever logins. To access 

their Sumdog accounts, they just need to log into their Clever portal from home.

Sumdog can be accessed on a variety of devices: 

• Desktop computers and laptops

• Tablets

• Smartphones

Sumdog's mission is to help every student reach their full potential by making learning fun. 

Sumdog recommends your child spends at least 30 minutes each week on Sumdog, which can be 

broken up into smaller chunks of time. The little and often approach gives them regular and 

consistent practice. 

When a child uses Sumdog for 30 minutes or more in a week, they will be rewarded with 100 bonus 

Sumdog coins on screen. 

When students first use Sumdog, the service will assess the level at which each child should be 

working, so they get personalized questions. After they complete this diagnostic test, they will work 

through the standards at their own level and speed. 

When playing Sumdog games, students have the choice of playing against the Sumdog robot, their 

friends, or other children from around the world. Don't worry, they can't communicate with them, 

they are just competing against them. Sumdog asks each child personalized questions and rewards 

them for correct answers, so they can win against children of higher ages or abilities!

• Set specific skills for students to practice

• Assess and track student progress

• Use as an intervention tool or to extend learning
